Adult Learners

The Center for Adult Learning in Louisiana (CALL) is a joint initiative
between the LA Board of Regents (BOR) and the Southern Regional
Education Board (SREB) targeted at adults to enroll and earn a degree or
other college credential. CALL expands adult participation in
postsecondary education through the establishment of specific
programming and the promotion of learning services. Prior Learning
Assessment is an integral part of the CALL initiative.

Veterans

Act 191 of the 2011 Regular Session of the Legislature (LA.R.S
17:3351(E)) requires institutions to award educational credits to veterans
for courses that are a part of the student’s military training or service and
that meet the standards of the American Council on Education or
equivalent standards. The law defines veterans as a citizen or resident
alien who has been released from military service under a condition other
than dishonorable who meets at least one of the following conditions:

1) has engaged in active duty in the U.S. Armed Forces;

2) is a member of the national guard OR is a reserve enlistee called to
active duty for purposes other than training;

3) was a cadet or midshipman at a U.S. Armed Forces service academy
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
